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Phone Call Instructions

A personal phone call shows your member of congress that you are willing to put forth effort to make your voice heard. Remember, your opinion is important. To help you, here are a few suggested talking points for your conversations with congressional offices.


• Introduce yourself


• State that you are a supportive constituent.

• Ask that your Congressperson supports the Child Survival legislation that was recently introduced


• State that the bill will seek to provide health assistance to the 9.7 million children 
who die each year from treatable and preventable diseases such as pneumonia, diarrhea, malaria, and measles. 


• State why you feel this is an issue that needs to be addressed. 


• Stress the fact that these are preventable and treatable diseases and we have the ability to help with funding from congress.


• Thank them for their time and service.
