Processes

Develop and disseminate information on – strategy mix / intervention mix / effects of interventions – to ensure research translates into effective benefits for poor households

Facilitate donor interest

Facilitate south-to-south participation

Determine how to build linkages between PVOs/NGOs and agriculture research centers (in collaboration with ag extension workers)

Implement pilot projects, develop applied field research, lessons learned

Survey and identify commonly used models that are not necessarily high-tech but culturally based that could be replicated and scaled up
